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Seragaki Beach is the beach that is divided into two, the Okinawa main island side and the Seragaki Island side. On
the main island, you can watch the beautiful sun sink into the sea, while on Seragaki Island, you can enjoy lying on the
beach and relaxing with the view of the island. Immerse yourself in the flow of nature.
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Seragaki Island is located in an environment blessed by
nature, surrounded by the sea on all sides. The ocean
changes with each passing day, with high and low tides,
and the appearance of Seragaki Beach also changes.
Depending on the time of day you visit, the tide may be
so high that swimming is not possible, only up to ankle
height. Experience the natural flow of time that we tend
to lose in our daily lives here on Seragaki Island.

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About using Seragaki beach

* Hyatt Regency Seragaki Island Okinawa, as an international hotel, respects and welcomes guests of all
cultures and lifestyles. Therefore, we permit tattoos at the pool and beach. However, for the comfort of all
guests, we kindly ask that guests refrain from displaying tattoos that may be perceived as intimidating or
offensive.

* Free swimwear spin dryers are available in the changing rooms on the first floor of The Island and The Beach
House. Towels are provided at the indoor and outdoor pools and at The Beach House.

* Children under 16 must be accompanied by a guardian at all times. Children who are not yet potty trained
must wear swim diapers under their swimwear.

* Child-sized life jackets are available for free rental. While supplies are limited, reservations are not accepted,
and we cannot hold them for you. Please note that they may not be taken outside the hotel grounds. Adult-
sized life jackets are not available for rental.

* Air pumps for inflatable rings are available at the Fitness Center and the outdoor pool. If you wish to rent an
inflatable ring, daily rentals are available for a fee. Please note that while they may be used in the hotel pool
and on the beach, taking them outside the premises is not permitted. We offer various sizes including adult,
child, and toddler sizes, all available for rental at a flat rate of ¥2,200 (tax included) per day. We also sell
children's arm floats (¥2,200 tax included).

* Please note that the use of beach balls or inflatables exceeding 120cm in size may be restricted at the
lifeguard's discretion based on weather conditions, wind speed, or crowding.

* We do not rent goggles, swimwear, or sandals. Please bring your own. These items are available for purchase
at The Island Market on the first floor.

* For safety reasons, including ensuring visibility for lifeguards and preventing accidents, we do not permit
bringing snorkels to the beach. Additionally, we do not rent out activity equipment such as kayaks, SUPs, or
jet skis. These are only available through instructor-led programs.

* Due to heavy boat traffic and strong currents around Seragaki Island, please refrain from swimming outside
the designated swimming area. There is also a risk of injury from venomous creatures, so please enjoy
swimming within the net enclosure.

* At low tide, Seragaki Beach can become shallow enough for the seabed to be exposed, and marine life is
scarce. Our snorkeling programs offer the opportunity to observe numerous fish and coral, so we encourage
you to consider participating.

* Please refrain from using fireworks anywhere on the hotel grounds, including Seragaki Beach.

* Non-staying guests are required to pay a pool facility fee for visitor use (Gusuku Pool, Lagoon, Beach Area,
Fitness Center, Changing Rooms). Please register at the Poolside Bar next to the outdoor pool. If the Poolside
Bar is closed, please visit the reception desk at the all-day dining restaurant “Serale” on the 1st floor of The
Island building. Adult Fee: ¥5,500 (tax and service charge included) Child Fee (ages 6-12): ¥2,750 (tax and
service charge included)
